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Police lay charges in city’s 4th homicide

Three people face second-degree murder charges after man found unresponsive under Cumberland Street Bridge

hree people are facing second-

degree murder charges after a
Thunder Bay man was found unre-
sponsive on the city’s north side last
Wednesday.

Thunder Bay Police charged
Skylar Masakeyash, 22, last
Thursday with second-degree
murder, while Emma Massakayash,
43, and Jessie Chapais, 23 were
charged with second-degree murder
two days later in connection with
the death of 31-year-old Kevin
Roundhead of Thunder Bay.

Roundhead was found unrespon-
sive under the North Cumberland
Street bridge at McVicar Creek

shortly after 4 p.m. last Wednesday.

Roundhead was transported to the
Thunder Bay Regional Health
Sciences Centre but later died of his
injuries.

Witnesses in the area said a man
requested someone call 911 after he
found another man unresponsive
under the bridge. The man claimed
the male under the bridge had a
bloody and swollen face.

A witness said it is not uncommon
to see people gathering along the
creek and under the bridge in the
area.

Police were seen speaking with
witnesses on scene and five people
were taken away in police vehicles,
though they did not appear to be in
custody.

Masakeyash was taken into
custody by police last Wednesday
and charged with second-degree
murder and breach of probation.
Emma Massakayash and Jesse
Chapais were taken into custody on
Saturday.

Masakeyash appeared in Thunder
Bay Superior Court via video last
Thursday.

His next court appearance is
scheduled for July 14.

Massakayash and Chapais have
appeared in court and have been
remanded into custody.

The investigation is ongoing.

Officially it's the fourth homicide
in Thunder Bay this year and the
third this month.

Safety of Indigenous
youth in Thunder
Bay is in crisis mode

Nishnawbe Aski Nation is calling
on Thunder Bay and Fort
William First Nation to declare a
state of emergency to address what
Grand Chief Alvin Fiddler describes
as a crisis for the safety of Indigenous
youth in the city.

The decision to request the declara-
tion was made at the conclusion of
NAN’s two-day emergency chiefs
meeting on education last Thursday,
which brought leaders from across
the organization’s territory together to
Thunder Bay in an effort to improve
safety for students coming to the city
for the start of the next school year.

“It would send a signal to all our
communities that both the city and
Fort William First Nation accept what
we’ve been saying that the city isin a
state of crisis,” Fiddler said, adding a
formal request would be made to
Thunder Bay and Fort William First
Nation officials on Friday afternoon.

“Based on what’s happened, espe-
cially these last few weeks, we need
to treat this as a crisis and we all need
to work together to address these
issues.”

Could force resources

Fiddler said a declaration would
increase the likelihood of having the
provincial and federal governments
provide additional resources.

Concerns have increased about the
safety of Indigenous youth in
Thunder Bay following the deaths of

Peter Collins said he would need to
consult with Fiddler and Thunder
Bay Mayor Keith Hobbs over what a
state of emergency declaration would
mean.

While he wouldn’t say whether he
would follow the request, Collins said
something needs to be done.

“That state of emergency is why are
our kids being lost? Why are our kids
dying when they come to Thunder
Bay to go to school? Why are they
getting lost in the rivers? Why are
they being lost in the streets?”” Collins
said.

Those two cases came less than a
year after a coroner’s inquest exam-
ining the circumstances surrounding
the deaths of seven Indigenous
students between 2000 and 2011 who
lost their lives while attending high
school in Thunder Bay from their
remote First Nation communities.

communities, ensure resources are
available for students wanting to

That task force will meet starting
next week.

“Parents shouldn’t be forced to send
their children to Thunder Bay,”
Fiddler said.

“If there’s an opportunity for them
to receive their schooling at home or
closer to home in some of the smaller
centres closer to our communities,
then that should be their option and
their choice. If we need to quickly
build capacity in those centres, that’s
what we should be working
towards.”

Skipping classes?

There was also discussion around
not allowing students to come to
Thunder Bay in September, a notion
that left Alaina Sakchekapo upset.
The 16-year-old from North Caribou
Lake First Nation intends to return to
Dennis Franklin Cromarty High
School for her Grade 12 year to
graduate and said students should get
to choose where they receive their
education.

“I’ve grown so close with all the
staff and students here. We’re basi-
cally family,” she said. “It makes me
sad too because what if I don’t get the
chance to finish with them?”

Acity official says collapsible traffic-
calming medians placed down the
middle of a stretch of Hill Street South
were bolted in place to help keep speeds
down.

Mike Vogrig, a project engineer with
the city, last Wednesday said the move
stemmed from the closure of High
Street, where a $2.1-million wall
rebuild has closed a section of the busy
street until the end of October.

“When we’re looking at High Street
it’s kind of a minor arterial road and
there’s quite a bit of traffic,” Vogrig
said.

“The way the detour was set up put

(traffic) through a residential area. What
we wanted to do with the increased
traffic was going through there was just
a reminder to motorists who are using
that detour to kind of keep their speeds
down and be aware that it’s a residential
neighbourhood that they’re
traveling through and there are
children playing.”

30 cats removed
from apartment

enants living in a south side apartment
Tcomplcx watched as dozens of cats
were carried out of the building in crates a
week after Thunder Bay Fire Rescue were
called to the building because of a strong
smell of ammonia.

On Wednesday, local agents with the
Ontario Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals seized more than 30
cats from a Cummings Street apartment
complex following the execution of a
warrant.

“For at least the two years [ have been
living here this has been an ongoing situa-
tion,” said tenant Michel Magan. “The
landlord is trying the best he can to get
control of the smell. But she is up to about
28 cats in that small apartment.”

Thunder Bay Fire were originally called
carly last week because of a suspected
ammonia leak. It was determined the
source of the smell was coming from a
second floor apartment.

“Going upstairs to my apartment, [’'m
almost puking because of the smell being
so bad,” Magan said.

The Thunder Bay District Humane
Society and OSPCA agents were called,
but the woman living in the unit became
non-compliant, forcing agents to seek a
warrant.

According to OSCPA agent, Kamil
Wierzbicki, approximately 30 cats were
removed from the apartment, which
included several litters of kittens.

Wierzbicki could not comment on the
health of the cats and said they will be
assessed by a veterinarian at the Humane
Society, which will determine the next
steps for the animals.

“Hopefully they are all healthy and not
feral,” he said. “If they are all healthy and
not feral then we can adopt them out.
Unfortunately it doesn’t always work out
that way.”

This is not the first time OSPCA agents
have removed a large number of cats from
an apartment complex and Wierzbicki said
there are no laws in the city preventing
someone from owning that many animals,
which he believes needs to change.

“Thunder Bay needs to get something in
order for having a restriction on how many
can be in a house or an apartment, because
right now there isn’t one,” he said. “In a
situation like this, there’s nothing wrong
with someone having more than 30 cats in
an apartment, as long as the conditions are
sanitary and they are well taken care of.
But that said, in a small apartment of
maybe 12 by 12 feet, that’s not good
welfare for the cats.”

Magan said the landlord and caretaker
have tried to remedy the problem in the
past but have been unsuccessful.

“What about the animals?” he said.
“Don’t they have rights? That’s cruelty to
them to be living through something like
this. I’m an animal lover myself, but
there’s a limit.”

Wierzbicki said the investigation is
ongoing.

he country’s best midget-aged hock-
ey players are coming to Thunder
Bay in two years time.

Hockey Northwestern Ontario on
Thursday made it official, announcing
they’ve secured hosting rights for the
2019 Telus Cup, the national midget
championship, the first time the tourna-
ment will be staged in Thunder Bay
since future NHLer Greg Johnson led
the Thunder Bay Bearcats to a bronze-
medal finish in 1988.

In addition the city will host the four-
team 2018 western regional, the winner
advancing to next year’s Telus Cup.

Darrin Nicholas, coach of the host
Major Midget Kings, said hosting the
six-team national tournament comes
with one nice perk — an automatic berth.

“I’ve often said it’s probably more
difficult to come out of the western
region than it is to win the national
championship tournament,” Nicholas
said. “To have an opportunity to bypass
that and get right in the national cham-
pionship is a real big deal for us.

“Obviously any team I’m involved in,
we don’t want to use the free pass, we
want to earn our way into the spot.”

Nicholas said the tournament, which
should feature numerous future NHL
players, is a great chance to showcase

the high caliber of midget hockey that’s
still being played in Canada, despite the
lure of the major junior and junior A
hockey ranks, especially in Ontario.

Building the team that will compete
in 2019 has already begun.

Nicholas, who took over the squad
after Rob DeGagne left to coach the
Superior International Junior Hockey
League’s Thunder Bay North Stars, said

the plan is to look within first.

“I think we’ll look for synergies
within the system. No. 1, you want to
bring in good quality kids that love to
play the game of hockey and want to
commit themselves to get better. We
don’t want this to be the focal point of a
young man’s hockey career,” Nicholas
said. “It will be a good stepping stone to
get him to the next level.”

Nicholas said aligning the major and
minor midget programs with the North
American Prospects League means
he’ll have a good chance to scout the
minor midget team a number of times
this season, with an eye to filling out a
roster for the tournament.

“We’ll just sort of integrate them in,”
he said, noting there was a lot of
turnover from last year’s team, meaning
they’ll be bringing in a lot of players
with two years of eligibility this fall.

“By the time next year rolls around
they’ll also have 70 games in with us,
so that will put us further ahead. And
we’ll supplement that with some new
kids we bring in, so I’m not teaching 20
kids the system, I’m teaching six or
seven.”

Thunder Bay teams have twice won
the Telus Cup, formerly the Air Canada
Cup, in 1995 and 1997. It’s a tourna-
ment that in the past has featured the
likes of Sidney Crosby, Glenn
Anderson, Wendel Clark, Patrick Roy
and Steve Yzerman.

Kings president Gary Linquist said
the event will have up to a $5-million
economic impact on the city, and he’s
hopeful hockey fans — and scouts — will
come out in droves.

“I’'m hoping for between 2,000 and
3,000 for the night games, when our
team plays,” he said.

On Thursday, Dominic Pasqualino,
president of Unifor Local 1075, said
the union and Bombardier reached a
tentative deal before the 2 p.m.
deadline that could have seen
workers walk off the job.

“Thankfully we are not on strike

and we worked very hard to nego-
tiate a fair and equitable agreement
for both sides with our customers in
mind,” Pasqualino said.

Included in the agreement is a
seven-day work week for key work
stations and new classifications for
Bombardier Academy Trainers.

According to Pasqualino, the
agreement is focused on the needs
of the customer and the provisions
included will help with the produc-
tion of new street cars for the
Toronto Transit Commission.

“The biggest concern was to make
sure the tentative agreement would
be beneficial to our customer,” he
said. “That was the focus of all of
our discussions was to make sure
the customer would not be impacted
and we were making changes in the
agreement to improve our ability to

deliver cars on time and with the
quality required.”

increase to $15 an hour has community
organizations arguing both for and against.

On Tuesday, the Standing Committee on
the Fair Workplaces and Better Jobs Act
held a forum in Thunder Bay on proposed
Bill 148 as part of province-wide consulta-
tions taking place this month.

Bill 148, the Fair Workplaces and Better
Jobs Act, was first introduced on June 1,
2017. If passed, the bill would amend the
Employment Standards Act of 2000 by
raising minimum wage across the province
to $15 an hour by 2019, providing
employees with more than five years’
service with three weeks’ vacation time,
making it easier for employees to unionize,
and provide personal emergency leave.

Debutants from various community
organizations, union leaders, and business
groups presented during the forum.

The proposal to increase minimum wage
across the province from $11.60 an hour to
$14 by the end of the year, and then $15 by
2019 occupied much of the discussion,
with groups arguing for and against the
increase.

“One of the biggest challenges we are
facing as a business community is the
increased cost of how quickly that imple-
mentation is happening,” said Nathan
Lawrence, president of the Northwestern
Ontario Associated Chambers of
Commerce.

“We are talking about a 23 per cent
increase between now and January 1 to
wages, and when you add in the additional
dollar by January 2019, that amounts to a
32 per cent increase to just minimum wage
cost.”

While Lawrence said he is not opposed
to an increased minimum wage, he argued
businesses across Northern Ontario would

have a difficult time adjusting to such a
major increase in the timetable outlined in
Bill 148.

“We are not talking about large, multina-
tional corporations, we are talking about
small mom and pop shops from Thunder
Bay and across the region, small and
medium sized businesses that put their
heart into this community and this region,
and give back, and take pride in providing
employment opportunities,” he said.

Lawrence said the changes over a short
period of time could lead to business
owners making drastic decisions.

“That could lead to potential layoffs, less
employment of youth and students in
Thunder Bay, and quite likely the closure
of some of our great Thunder Bay estab-
lishments,” he said.

Others welcomed the proposed $15
increase, however; arguing that even $15
an hour minimum wage does not go far
enough.

“It puts people, at least at this point, it
would put them above the poverty line,”
said Sara Williamson, a member of
Poverty Free Thunder Bay. “Then people
can at least meet their basic needs without
having to go to foodbanks and look after
their kids, and spend time with their kids
instead of trying to hold down three part
time jobs.”

Angie Lynch, project coordinator with
Anishinabek Employment and Training
Services, said $15 an hour minimum wage
is a good start at creating a decent standard
of living by helping to provide people with
stable housing, transportation, and food.

“It also alleviates a lot of the anxiety that
people are experiencing and helps to
improve the overall health of our commu-
nity,” she said. “More money in the pocket
just means people are going to live a little
bit more comfortably and contribute back
into the economy as well, which is a win-
win for everybody.”

Long weekend heat safety tips

ne of the best parts of summer is spending three-day

weekends at the cottage. But Tuesdays often bring head-
lines of accidents or illnesses that could easily have been
prevented by taking a few precautions. Here are some tips from
Health Canada to help prevent heat illnesses during a long
weekend at the cottage or outdoors.

1. Stay hydrated. Drink plenty of cool liquids, especially
water, before you feel thirsty to decrease your risk of dehydra-
tion. Remember that by the time you start to feel thirsty, you're
already dehydrated.

2. Keep the cottage cool. Many cabins and cottages aren't
fitted with an air conditioning system, so it's important to
minimize the heat you create indoors. Block the light with
awnings, curtains or blinds and don't use the oven for cooking
during extreme heat events.

3. Check local weather and heat warnings. This can help you
plan your daily activities and prepare for extreme heat events.
Health Canada, the provincial governments and local health
authorities are working together to better inform Canadians
about the health risks from heat and to help them stay cool and
healthy during extreme heat events.

4. Avoid sun exposure. Find cooler outdoor locations, such as
a tree-shaded area or a spot under an umbrella, as these can be
up to 5°C cooler than the surrounding area. Wear loose-fitting,
light-coloured clothing made of breathable fabric. Shade
yourself by wearing a wide-brimmed, breathable hat or using an
umbrella. If you know you'll be out in the sun, wear sunscreen
with SPF 15 or higher, as sunburned skin is less effective at
sweating, putting you at greater risk for heat illness. Remember,
sunscreen will protect against the sun's UV rays, but not from
the heat.

5. Never leave children or pets inside a parked vehicle or in

direct sunlight. When outside air temperature is 230C, the
temperature inside a vehicle can be extremely dangerous —
more than 500C.

6. Know the risks and what to do. Watch for signs of heat
illness, including dizziness or fainting, nausea or vomiting,
headache, unusually rapid breathing and heartbeat, and extreme
thirst. If you experience any of these symptoms during extreme
heat, immediately move to a cool place and drink liquids; water
is best. Remember that heat stroke is an emergency, so call 911
or your local emergency number immediately if you are caring
for someone who has a high body temperature and is either
unconscious, confused or has stopped sweating. While waiting
for help, cool the person right away by moving them to a cool
place, applying cold water to their skin and fanning them as

lectric Light Orchestra’s com-

pelling song of the same title
(1976) is likely about something other
than gardens. But maybe not. Listening
to ELO’s opening riffs, consider this.
Some out-of-doors places in Thunder
Bay have become wonderfully inspired

such gardens have going for them is a
living thing that thrives because of
their human caretakers.

Ahead of Thunder Bay Art Gallery’s
2017 Garden Tour, I had the pleasure

of visiting one such garden. Near 15
years in the making, so far, John and
Linda Tamblyn have created an under-
stated haven of well-being. It must be
mentioned I’ve no green thumb what-
soever; yet within minutes of arriving,
that realisation, the well-being of this
place, took hold.

Approaching their front yard: a
curving beautiful solid landscape of
green and rock.

Along a sunny driveway, tropicals
soak up the light. Through a gate the
Tamblyn’s have named Promise
Garden, the first thing I notice are the
rocks. Solid, their angles and edges
glistening.

Then turned to regard a space to
engage every sense. The wonder of
cactus orchids; the unexpected
resilience of an Alberta Spruce; the
graceful blue cut-glass ornaments; tall
cast-iron herons near that sound: a
small waterfall running over slate-gray
shards of rock into a pond.

anadians are known worldwide.

We’re the nice ones. We’re the
polite ones. And to hear late night
comics talk, that’s pretty much it.

Well, that and we’ve got a really
hot Prime Minister.

As Canadians, we’ve often
laughed with others who joke about
us. (It would be rude not to.) We
giggle in agreement as we’re
whittled down to the most simplistic
of terms: Come to Canada for
beavers, maple syrup, and the
world’s best apologies.

Unfortunately, even Canadians are
starting to believe it.

As the world’s politicians gathered
to discuss global warming, the UN,
and international hotspots of war,
the news coverage could leave one
thinking that Canada was little more
than a cheerleader on the sidelines:

there, but without an actual foot in
the game. After all, we’re just
“Peacekeepers.”

Meanwhile, the U.S. media has
always touted America’s achieve-
ments — even to the extent of
changing history. How many
watched the Oscar-winning film
Argo and believed that the U.S. was
the hero of the story? Apparently,

the Canadians simply gave them a
place to stay.

However, a recent documentary
series, The World without Canada,
highlighted Canada’s involvement in
science, technology, resources and
military history. And despite my
various high school history classes, |
was surprised by some facts. Or
perhaps my built-in Canadian
modesty never allowed me to recog-
nize the extent of our impact on the
world.

For example, the documentary
considers an alternate reality had
Canadians not intervened in the First
and Second World War.

Chris Gardner narrowly missed out on
earning his way into the Staal
Foundation Open.

“Getting back out there with the champi-
onship-calibre players that we have here is
definitely going to be a privilege and
honour.”

Just being in the same field as the touring
pros and having the opportunity is more than
enough for Gardner, who admitted he’ll be
in tough to make the cut, despite the home-
course advantage.

“It’s a little bit overwhelming, but at the
same time I like the challenge. Being out
there and being a part of it is something I'm
really looking forward to,” he said.

He’ll be one of at least three locals in the
field. Evan DeGrazia won his way in at a
Thunder Bay District Golf Association qual-
ifier in June, while former Canadian Tour
pro Walter Keating Jr. took the District Open
title by one shot over Hank Wilke over the
Canada Day weekend to earn a spot.

Tournament director Scott Smth said there
remains an outside chance more locals could
get last-minute invites should Golf Canada
not need both exemptions afforded the
organization.

Gardner said course knowledge will
provide a slight advantage, but not as much
as one might think.

“I’m going to know the course very well,
but it’s going to be a completely different
course that week,” he said.

“The fairways are speedy. The greens are
even speedier. It’s a little bit of a different
week and it’s a longer course. Like I said,
I’'m going to enjoy the course and chalk it up
for what it is,” said Gardner, whose junior
contingent will provide a ready-made
gallery as he makes his way around the golf
course.

Tle Thunder Bay Chill are headed back to
the Premier Development League playoffs.

The Chill (8-3-2) on Sunday wrapped up
their 10th post-season appearance in 11
seasons, coming from behind to edge the
Chicago FC United 2-1 at Fort William
Stadium.

“We knew we needed to clinch the playoffs
tonight and we came out very strong, despite
conceding the early goal,” Petraglia said.

“I didn’t have any bad feelings, even when
we were down. My guys concentrated. Of
course we should have closed the game early
in the second half, or the last part of the first
half, but that’s part of the deal. The
reaction was excellent. I’'m proud of
them.”

Getting the post-season berth out of
the way as early as possible is a huge
relief, Petraglia said. He didn’t want
to let it fester another three days and
chance relying on points against a
hungry St. Louis Lions coming to
town on Wednesday in search of a
playoff berth of their own.

By no means are they resting on
their laurels.

“We want to bring the division
back,” Petraglia said. “That of course
gives us the first seed and we would play the
second team in the other division, which is
maybe an advantage for us. But the first goal
is to bring the division back for the club and
we want to bring the division back after (four)
years.”

The Chill had a number of chances to put
the game away, but missed several scoring
opportunities in the second half.
